ADAG “TALKING POINTS”
1. As Bob White said, “ADAG is a development authority advocacy organization.” 

2. ADAG is _for_ development authorities; it is not _against_ anything (except bad legislation).

3. ADAG wants to _cooperate_ with other public and private bodies that are stakeholders in economic development. This includes elected officials, colleges and universities, ACCG, GMA, GEDA, etc.

4. In fact, ADAG is another membership organization whose members work in a vertical market but also participate in other groups that are more horizontal. Other examples of this include the Georgia Chamber of Commerce Executives Association, etc. 

5. ADAG wants to serve needs that development authorities have that are not already being served by other groups. This particularly includes lobbying, but includes other things as well- group benefit programs, sharing experiences with peers, etc. 

6. ADAG will _not compete_ to serve a need when that need is already being served by another body. 

7. ADAG is like a “political subdivision”, because its members are the authorities themselves. So, it doesn’t even compete with other organizations for members. 
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
